Dan Edwards, a veteran of 30 years in the NFL and 20 with the Jaguars, serves 
as the team’s senior vice president, communications. He is responsible for 
overseeing all aspects of the Jaguars’ communications division, which includes 
public relations, digital media and broadcasting.

Upon joining the Jaguars on May 4, 1994 from the Pittsburgh Steelers, Ed-
wards had ten previous seasons of NFL experience with the Steelers, the Miami 
Dolphins and the league office. He was promoted to vice president in 2003, 
when the Jaguars’ community relations and Internet content departments were 
added to his responsibilities. He is one of six Jaguars staff members who have 
been with the franchise since its first year in 1994. 

Edwards received a scholarship from NFL Charities in 1984 and began his NFL 
career that year as a public relations intern in the NFL office in New York. He 
spent the 1984 football season working in publicity for the Miami Dolphins, 
who played in Super Bowl XIX that year, before joining the Steelers in 1985. 

During Edwards’ nine years with the Steelers, the last seven as public relations 
director (1987-93), the team’s public relations staff received the 1991 Pete 
Rozelle Award from the Pro Football Writers of America. Edwards has worked 
with the NFL staff at 25 Super Bowls in addition to the 1990 Pro Bowl. 

Prior to entering the NFL, Edwards worked in professional baseball as an ad-
ministrative assistant with the Eugene (Ore.) Emeralds, a single-A affiliate of 
the Cincinnati Reds. He played football and baseball for Montgomery College 
(Md.) before transferring to the University of Oregon. 

Edwards received his undergraduate degree in business administration with a 
major in management from the University of Oregon in 1981, and a master’s 

degree in sports administration/facility management from Ohio University in 
1984. In 2004 he attended the NFL-Stanford Program for Managers at Stanford 
University, and for the past seven years has served as an adjunct professor in 
sport communication at the University of North Florida.

Edwards serves on the board of directors of Big Brothers Big Sisters of North-
east Florida and is a member of the Leadership Jacksonville class of 2009. He 
and his wife Tricia have four children: sons Christian and Preston and daugh-
ters Danielle and Victoria.

Hussain Naqi was named Senior Vice President, Fan Engagement in 2013. He 
is responsible for the Jaguars’ marketing and branding efforts, including con-
sumer research, television and radio rights strategy, advertising and brand 
management. Naqi has also been tasked with overseeing the Jaguars fan de-
velopment and marketing efforts in the UK. 

Entering the 2014-2015 NFL season, the Jaguars are unveiling a $63 million 
renovation to EverBank Field, which features two swimming pools on a party 
deck in the north end zone of the stadium, as well as the two largest video 
boards in the world. Naqi is responsible for the programing, activation and 
content development of these new game day elements, as well as the Jag-
uars gameday lines of business, game presentation, fan engagement activities, 
guest services and security.

Naqi arrived in Jacksonville following four years with the New Meadowlands 
Stadium Company in East Rutherford, N.J., where he served as Vice President 
of Business Planning and General Counsel at MetLife Stadium, the home of the 
New York Jets and New York Giants. 

Naqi began his career in the sports industry in 1997 with the law firm of Cov-
ington and Burling in Washington, D.C., which led to a four-year stint with the 
National Football League, working in the league’s Management Council. After 
leaving the NFL in 2002, Naqi was named Assistant Director of Enforcement 
for the NCAA.

Naqi attended Cornell University, earning his bachelor’s degree in Industrial 
and Labor Relations in 1997. In 2003, he returned to school to complete a 
joint Juris Doctor and Masters of Business Administration degree at North-
western University. While at Northwestern’s Kellogg School of Management, he 
developed a continuing education program for current and former NFL players 
to equip them with basic business skills during and after their playing careers. 
Upon graduation, Naqi joined the Executive Development Program with Major 
League Baseball and the New York Mets, serving two years in that capacity. 

 He is a member of the New York State Bar.

Scott Massey joined the Jaguars organization in 2012 as senior vice presi-
dent of corporate partnerships. In this role, Massey heads up the sales team 
responsible for securing new corporate partners, as well as the service team 
who ensures existing partners receive significant value for their investment 
with the Jaguars.

Prior to the Jaguars, Massey spent nine years at the PGA TOUR as Vice Pres-
ident of Business Development/Title Sponsor Relations, where he managed 
more than 15 of the TOUR’s title sponsor relationships, ranging from auto-
motive to financial and insurance services to consumer products and others. 
Prior to this role, Massey managed several of the PGA TOUR’s largest Official 
Marketing Partnerships.

Prior to joining the PGA TOUR, Massey held sales and marketing roles with 
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several sports related companies including International Management Group 
(IMG), golfweb.com and Quokka Sports.

Massey grew up in Boulder, Colo. and is a graduate of the University of Colo-
rado, earning his bachelor’s degree in finance in 1987. He and his wife Nancy 
have two sons, Hanks (17) and Davis (15).

Chad Johnson joined the Jacksonville Jaguars as vice president, sales in May 
of 2012. He was promoted to his current position in February 2013. Chad is 
responsible for the sales in all ticketing areas, including suites, premium seat-
ing, season tickets, and group and single game tickets. He also oversees the 
teams tickets service and operations departments. 

Prior to joining the Jaguars, Johnson worked for the Miami Marlins as Senior 
Director, New Ballpark Sales. During his time with the Marlins he was respon-
sible for the sales of premium seating, luxury suites and season tickets, and 
group ticket packages for the Marlins’ new ballpark which opened in 2012. 

Prior to joining the Marlins, Johnson served as Senior Vice President, Sales 
and Marketing for Sunrise Sports & Entertainment and the Florida Panthers 
Hockey Club. In that role he oversaw all ticket sales and service operations for 
all the entities associated with Sunrise Sports & Entertainment and the Florida 
Panthers, including suite sales and premium seating, as well as the club’s 
marketing and broadcasting efforts. 

Johnson joined Sunrise Sports & Entertainment in October of 2003 as Vice 
President of Sales & Service, before being promoted in April of 2005. 

Prior to joining Sunrise Sports & Entertainment Johnson spent five years with 
the Tampa Bay Lightning as Director of Sales.

Johnson, who is originally from Chicago, graduated from Augustana College in 
Rock Island, Ill.. He made Jacksonville his home in July of 2012. He has one 
daughter, Victoria.

Megha Parekh has been the Jaguars vice president and general counsel since 
March 2013. Prior to joining the Jaguars, Ms. Parekh worked in the sports 
group at the law firm Proskauer, which represents National Football League 
teams, National Hockey League teams, Major League Soccer, the National Bas-
ketball Association and Major League Baseball teams, and has also represented 
the ATP and WTA tours, the New York Yankees, Philadelphia Eagles and the New 
York Jets, among many other sports and related entities. While at Proskauer, 
Parekh also worked on a variety of matters, including public and private com-
pany acquisitions, and equity and debt financings.

Ms. Parekh was named in December 2012 and 2013 to Forbes Magazine’s 30 
Under 30 Sports List, which honored the country’s top sports athletes and ex-
ecutives under the age of 30 who “represent the entrepreneurial, creative and 
intellectual best of their generation.” Ms. Parekh was recognized for her work 
on two major sports M&A transactions: representing Jimmy Haslam, chairman 
of Pilot Flying J, and certain members of his family in connection with the 
purchase of the Cleveland Browns football franchise and advising Crane Capital 
Group in the purchase of the Houston Astros baseball team, and for joining 
the Jaguars.

Ms. Parekh joined Proskauer in 2009 after graduating magna cum laude from 
Harvard Law School and Harvard College, where she was a sports writer for The 
Harvard Crimson and served as an intern for baseball’s Boston Red Sox.

Ms. Parekh also serves on the board of directors of Women in Sports and Events 
and Florida Sports Foundation. 

Kelly Flanagan was named the Jaguars vice president of finance and planning 
on April 1, 2013 after joining the organization in 2012. Flanagan is respon-
sible for leading the team’s financial operations, including business planning, 
corporate accounting and financial reporting and analysis.

Flanagan grew up locally and is a graduate of the Episcopal School of Jackson-
ville. Before returning to the First Coast, Flanagan was part of Mark Lamping’s 
executive team at the New Meadowlands Stadium, now MetLife Stadium, home 
to the New York Giants and New York Jets of the National Football League. 
Flanagan served in the finance department, ultimately being named controller 
and lead stadium finance representative to the Giants and Jets.

Prior to MetLife Stadium, Flanagan obtained her C.P.A. license while working 
within the Entertainment & Media practice of PricewaterhouseCoopers in New 
York City, where she consulted for both public and private sports and enter-
tainment clients.

Flanagan holds a M.S. in Sports Management degree from Columbia University 
in New York and a bachelor’s degree in Accounting as well as an M.B.A. from 
the Ervin K. Haub School of Business at Saint Joseph’s University in Philadel-
phia.

As President of the Jaguars Foundation, the philanthropic arm of the Jaguars, 
Peter Racine oversees grant making, community relations and other charitable 
initiatives of the team. The Foundation’s mission is to support the community 
through three major areas: 1) children, youth and families, 2) military and 
veterans, and 3) community and neighborhood revitalization; along with other 
NFL and team charitable initiatives such as Women’s Breast Cancer awareness, 
prevention and treatment.

Racine began his career in nonprofit work as a college volunteer at the Cov-
enant House homeless and runaway youth shelter in New York and went on 
to help begin Covenant House shelters in Houston and Toronto, Canada. From 
1987 to 1992, he and his spouse Kelly established and operated Covenant 
House’s programs for street children in Honduras, Central America where he 
served as Executive Director. He was featured on Dateline-NBC for his work 
with young glue addicts and in Time Magazine for work on behalf of minors 
exploited by prostitution rings. Upon returning to the United States, Racine 
was hired as the first Executive Director of the Northeast Florida Exchange Club 
Center for the Prevention of Child Abuse, where he served until joining the 
Jaguars Foundation in September of 2000. 

Racine has been a partner in various national and international initiatives, 
including the Community Partnership for Protecting Children with the Edna Mc-
Connell Clark Foundation; the Early Childhood Violence Prevention Project with 
the U. S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, University of Florida and 
Jacksonville Children’s Commission; Outreach to Urban Street Children with 
the European Economic Community; the Sports Philanthropy Project with The 
Robert Wood Johnson Foundation; and currently with JCCI for the JAX-2025 
Community Visioning initiative, and the Local Initiatives Support Corporation 
(LISC)-Jacksonville’s EPIC neighborhood revitalization initiative with The Com-
munity Foundation, Jessie Ball duPont Fund and the City of Jacksonville. In 
2013, Racine won a Suncoast Regional EMMY® Award as executive co-producer 
of the “Jaguars Teen Talk…Game Plan for Success” television show, which was 
broadcast on all local independent stations, cable and network affiliates. 

Racine received his B.A. at Rutgers University in New Jersey, and his M.T.S. at 
Catholic Theological Union in Chicago. He and his spouse Kelly reside in Jack-
sonville and their daughter Miriam attends college in North Carolina.
