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PLAYER PERSONNEL

Chris Driggers is in his 20th year overall with the Jaguars and his 17th year 
in scouting. He is now in his sixth season as a pro scout. He previously spent 
nine years scouting the southwest region of the country.

Originally hired in October of 1994, Driggers is one of six current staff mem-
bers who joined the Jaguars that year. He worked his way up to salary cap 
administrator, assisting in player contract proposals, salary cap administration 
and negotiating player contracts. He became a scouting assistant in 1998, 
assisting in the evaluation of free agents along with college and pro players. 

Driggers, a native of Jacksonville, graduated from the University of Alabama 
with a degree in �nance. He and his wife, Alyson have three sons, Thomas, 
Travis and Tyler.

Antonio Robinson was hired by the Jaguars in May 2013 and is in his second 
season in the NFL. In his current role, Robinson’s duties consist of arranging 
free agent workouts and college visits, developing “Point-of-attack” tape, pre-
paring the team’s draft board, coordinating college pro days and evaluating 
and scouting players. 

Robinson has nearly three years of coaching experience at the high school 
level, where he served as the running backs coach at Leon High School in 
Tallahassee, Fla. Robinson was responsible for conducting drills and developing 
game plans. Robinson graduated from Florida State University in the Spring 
of 2013 with a Bachelor of Science degree in Sports Management. His brother, 
Anthony, is a scout for the Atlanta Falcons.

Entering his second year in the player personnel department, Kevin Mashack 
was added to the Jaguars staff as a scouting associate in May 2013. Mashack 
is responsible for the day-to-operations of the player personnel department, 
watching and grading �lm and attending pro days to scout and evaluate play-
ers prior to the NFL Draft.

Mashack served two seasons (2011-12) as the running backs coach at Tennes-
see State University, where he previously acted as the video coordinator after 
beginning as a student assistant in 2003. Mashack acted as the pro liaison, 
performed daily video responsibilities and was instrumental in recruiting pur-
poses.

Mashack is a native of Miami and graduated from Tennessee State in 2007 with 
a Bachelor of Arts and Science and a Masters in Sports Administration.

Chris Polian, a veteran with 20 years of NFL scouting experience, serves as the 
Jaguars director of pro personnel after spending three seasons (2009-11) as 
vice president and general manager of the Indianapolis Colts. Polian spent the 
2012 season with the Atlanta Falcons as executive scout. He �rst joined the 
Colts in 1998, where he served as director of pro scouting for three seasons 
(1998-2000). He held the title of assistant director of football operations from 
2001-03, was promoted to assistant general manager/football operations in 
2004 and spent �ve seasons (2005-09) as vice president of football operations. 

From 1999-2009, the Colts earned a 128-48 regular season record, the best 
mark in the NFL by a margin of eight games, and earned playoff appearances 
in 10 of 11 seasons, including seven division titles and a Super Bowl cham-
pionship in 2006. The club became the only team to win 12-plus games in 
seven consecutive seasons. Prior to joining the Colts, Polian worked with the 
Carolina Panthers for four years (1994-97). He was an assistant in the player 
personnel department for the Sacramento Gold Miners in 1993. 

The New York native earned a bachelor’s degree in management from John 
Carroll University in 1993. His father, Bill, is a former general manager of the 
Bills (1986-1993), the Panthers (1994-97) and the Colts (1997-2009) and is 
currently an NFL analyst for ESPN. His brother, Brian, is in his second year 
as the head coach at Nevada. His brother, Dennis, is an assistant director of 
football administration/Pro Scout for the Titans. He and his wife, Debbie, have 
three children, Jack (11), Caroline (10) and Kate (7).
