13 games as a junior in 2013 and rushed for a career-best and conference-high 
1,139 yards on 213 carries with 14 TDs … Added 30 receptions for 260 yards 
and three scores … Consensus All-American Athletic Conference first-team 
selection … Helped school to a 12-1 record including a win over Baylor in the 
Fiesta Bowl while scoring three TDs … Also led conference in rushing TDs … 
Became only 10th player in school history to post 1,000-yard rushing season 
… Generated 1,399 all-purpose yards (107.6 avg.), the second-highest aver-
age in the conference … Posted five 100-yard rushing games … Started five 
of 13 games in his first season at UCF in 2012 after transferring from Miami 
… Had 113 rushes for 507 yards and four TDs while making 10 catches for 20 
yards … Scored two TDs in his UCF debut against Akron … Sat out the 2011 
season after transferring from Miami … Saw action as a true freshman at Mi-
ami and rushed for 119 yards on nine carries … Scored a 71-yard TD against 
South Florida … Majored in interpersonal/organizational communications … 

PERSONAL: Single … Attended Buford High School in Georgia and helped 
team to back-to-back undefeated seasons … Rushed for 1,300 yards and 21 
TDs as junior while leading team to second straight Class 6A state champion-
ship … Concluded his career at Loganville High School where he rushed for 
a school-record 1,937 yards and 31 TDs … Also had two kickoff returns for 
scores … Named Atlanta Journal-Constitution Class 4A Player of the Year and 
Under Armour All-American while earning second-team EA Sports All-American 
accolades … Was rated as the seventh-best RB in the country by Rivals.com.
