2012: Played in a career-high seven games for Indianapolis, but did not regis-
ter any statistics … Was waived by the Cowboys during final cuts and spent six 
games with the UFL’s Sacramento Mountain Lions as a kick returner and CB …

2011: Spent the 2011 season on Dallas’ practice squad …

2010: Originally signed as an undrafted free agent by Dallas on July 29 … 
Spent the majority of the season on the practice squad before being promoted 
to the active roster on Dec. 21.

COLLEGE: Four-time All-American as a sprinter … Won nine Southland Confer-
ence titles and received four Southland Conference athlete of the year awards 
… In 2009, registered a 9.90 time in the 100 meters at the UTEP Invitational, 
the fastest time in school history and the fastest time in the world that season 
… Only four-time All-American in school history … Did not play football in 
college … First NFL player from UTSA.

Three-year starter at WR … Second-team All-State selection as a junior … Suf-
fered a serious ankle injury as a senior that reduced his football scholarships

COLLEGE: Started 50 consecutive games (school-record at the time) on the 
offensive line (40 at LT, 10 at RT) … In 2009, helped the Irish become one 
of the most prolific offenses in the country, rolling up more than 450 yards 
per game … Became the first freshman to start every game in his career 
since freshmen officially became eligible in 1972 … Named 2006 first-team 
Freshman All-America by The Sporting News … Majored in Management-En-
trepreneurship after enrolling in the Mendoza College of Business.

PERSONAL: Attended St. Thomas Aquinas High School (Fort Lauderdale, Fla.) 
where he played for coach George Smith … First-team All-America offensive 
lineman on USA Today prep All-America squad … Rated top lineman and 
one of 16 candidates for Parade All-America High School Player of the Year 
award … During his junior and senior seasons, did not allow a single sack … 
Named the 2005 Florida Gatorade Player of the Year in 2005 … Played in the 
2006 U.S. Army All-American Bowl … Won the state title in shot put setting 
multiple school records at St. Thomas Aquinas.
